2007 — masters-level post-graduate Initial Teacher
Training

2010-2013 — Masters in Teaching and Learning in England

2010 - Scotland — working towards teaching as a masters
profession

2011 - a ‘master standard’ for England?
2012-2015 — Masters in Educational Practice in Wales
